THESCATTERINGND REGATHERINGFISRAEL

God created the Jewish nation that He might bless all mankind through the Hebrew lineage. This is
confirmed in the opening pages of the Tanakh, the Hebrew Bible. Abraham was the first Hebrew
(Genesis 14:13) and Jacob from his seed, became the father of the Hebrew people and he was given

great promises for the future of thesetri bes. Through his descendant s, G
redemption would be poured out upon all the nations of the earth.

He delivered the Hebrews out of Egypt leading them into a land that He promised would be theirs as an
everlasting possession. God determined that at an appointed time His purposes would be fulfilled, on
account of the awesome nature of Godoés wuniversal [
people, the redeeming Messiah. He watched over them wherever they went. We will go on a journey
tracing the footsteps of the Israelites out from Egypt, through their glorious history and the reign of Kings,

to their unfaithfulness and eventual exile. The Bible declares that God would eventually bring the Jews

back and restore Israel in the end days. This is where we will begin this study!

One of the greatest modern day miracles is the re-establishment of the State of Israel and the
regathering of the Jewish tribes. The Jewish people have come back to the land of their forefathers,

from over a hundred different nations, from the farthest ends of the earth. The odds of this happening by
coincidence, exactly as recorded in Bible prophecy, are inconceivable. This miraculous regathering is a
witness to all the nations and peoples of the world; that the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, is the true

God of creation. Isaiah prophesied the restoration of the Jewish nation thousands of years before it took

place. This was to be a sign to the world of the nearness of the coming of the Messiah, who would reign
inglory-not only Davidodés throne i n Jer uandovee atithe fatiohsofi n t
the earth.

For it is written: Isaiah 11:10-11fA | n t hhe Roodod Jesse will stand as a banner for the peoples;
the nations will rally to him, and his place of rest will be glorious. In that day the Lord will reach out his
hand a second time to reclaim the remnant that is left of his people from Assyria, from Lower Egypt, from
Upper Egypt, from Cush, from Elam, from Babylonia, from Hamath and from the islands of the sea. He
will raise a banner for the nations and gather the exiles of Israel; He will assemble the scattered
people of Judah from the four quarters of the earthg x

God gave a warning that if the Israelites were unfaithful to Him, they would be exiled from this land.
Ezekiel 39:23 fAnd the nations will know that the people of Israel went into exile for their sin,
because they were unfaithful to me.

and they all fell by the sword. o
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The history of the Israelites shows that a proportion of the main body of people continually fell away from
the statutes laid down in the Torah [law, first 5 books of the Bible]. They sought after false gods of the
nations that surrounded them. This rebellion opened the door for the children of Israel to become
seduced in the worship of these false gods, practising the idolatry of the heathen nations. Their
disobedience brought much bitter experience.

Many prophets were sent by God to warn the Israelites of the punishment that would befall them if they
did not repent and return to their own faithful God who had led them out of Egypt with signs and
wonders. But they did not heed the warning and lIsrael, the Northern Kingdom was conquered by
Assyria, later the Southern Kingdom of Judah was taken by Nebuchadnezzar. Jerusalem and the
Temple were destroyed in this latter attack and the Jewish survivors were marched off to Babylon. Only
the extremely poor were left in the land. This exile lasted for seventy years as Jeremiah had prophesied.
After seventy years had expired, a remnant returned to Jerusalem leaving many of their brethren behind,
who preferred to remain in Babylonian the pagan land of their captivity whose people worshipped deities
of the sun. Yet, God had promised that there would always be a remnant and He would never utterly
destroy the children of Israel.

The second great scattering began in 70 C.E. and ended finally in 135 C.E. [Common Era] this exile
lasted over 1900 years. Some forty years after the death of Jesus, the Roman army destroyed
Jerusalem and the Temple, killing hundreds of thousands of Jews, in their conquering of Israel and the
subsequent siege and destruction of Jerusalem. The Roman army took many thousands captive to
Rome according to the writings of Josephus, the first century historian. Those who escaped with their
lives fled the country and sought refuge in foreign lands. These tragic events were prophesied from days
of old. It was not only the Jewish Messiah that was crucified, but many thousands of His brethren also
met with the same fate as Jesus.

As the prophets had done before him, Jesus warned his fellow Jews of the impending disaster. He
proclaimed these prophetic utterances about the coming destruction of Jerusalem, which had been
foretold throughout the Tanakh. This tragic event fulfilled the Word of God that Jerusalem would be
destroyed and its people scattered to the four corners of the earth. The exile prevailed for almost over
1900 years until 1948 when Israel became a nation again; after 2,000 years. When the Romans were in
occupation of Israel, Jesus spoke to his disciples describing the fulfilment of the words of the prophets.
This event took place some forty years after Jesus prophesied the destruction of the Temple.

Cut off from the security of their homeland, the Jews wandered throughout the nations living as
unwanted squatters often in ghetto conditions. They carried with them into exile, their God given
prescribed way of life; the holy writings and their ancient biblical festivals, traditions which were handed
down by their forefathers. Throughout their persecution and deep suffering, they clung together in the
lands where the bitter winds of persecution had driven them. For approximately 1900 years, the Jews
clung to life through horrific times of great despair, when they became victims of racial hatred.

They Survived Exile, Persecution, Slander, Attempted Extermination

After almost two millennia, a remnant of the scattered tribes has returned to the land of their forefathers.
Over a long period, the people of Israel had preserved their distinctiveness as a separated people.
Throughout the Bible, it was commanded that the Jewish people were not to assimilate into the other
nations by absorbing their customs, or their gods.

Neither were they to marry foreigners amongst whom they lived, but to remain there as Jews, holding
fast to their Judaic faith. For it is written - in the fullness of time - God's plan was to call His people back
to the land that He had promised them. He did this by an oath, confirming His promise with an uplifted
hand. If some tribes (Judah) had not retained their identity as Jews, but had assimilated into other
cultures and nations, the promise of God to restore them to their own land would have been impossible
to fulfil. Through assimilation they would have nullified the purposes of God, as there would have been
no identifiable Jews left to redeem when the Lord restored Israel, in the end days!

THEAWESOMBVIRACLEOFTHEREGATHERINGFISRAEL

The fulfilment of this incredible plan has been revealed in our lifetime. We are the generation that has
witnessed this event! The regathering of Israel has taken place after almost two thousand years. How
long had the descendants of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob cried out to God as they were tormented in the
lands where they had been driven. For many, their heartfelt cry was 'Next Year in Jerusalem.6For others
it seemed an impossible dream

The scattered people were in possession of the Torah and the writings of the prophets, that declared at
an appointed time God would bring the Jews home. For it is written that when they were back in the land
of Israel, He would forgive their sins and pour out His Spirit upon them. It is amazing that the Jews held
on to that forlorn hope for nearly 1900 years without seeing a result. Such faithfulness was shown on the
part of those who continued to believe the Word of God in the midst of such hopelessness. The national
anthem of Israel is a prayer in itself, called Ha Tikvah - The Hope!

What was the determining factor that preserved this people from extinction? Why did they survive, when
down through the centuries many great nations, dynasties and empires have dissolved into oblivion?
Where are the Moabites, the Amorites or the powerful empire of Egypt? Even the mighty Roman Empire
has crumbled into the pages of history. However this battered Hebrew remnant, denied a homeland,
living in foreign lands and separated by the differing cultures and languages HAS SURVIVED! Let us
study these Biblical end time promises that have encouraged the Jewish people to keep their faith and
endure through their many trials.

Regathered - Rebuilt - Restored - Replanted - Redeemed

The appointed time for God to execute His purposes for the Jewish people came to a climax during the
1940's. The circumstance that caused souls from a multitude of nations to seek refuge in Israel was
World War Two.

THE HOLOCAUST WAS THE HISTORICAL EVENT THAT RE-ESTABLISHED

The Jewish people have been persecuted beginning with their enslavement in Egypt and coming to a
head during the Nazi regime, when six million Jews were exterminated in the most horrific manner. This
happened in an age of so called enlightenment, by one of the most cultured and enlightened nations of
the time.

For centuries only a small number of Jews were allowed to stay in Israel, yet there was always a
remnant that remained in the land. Under the British Mandate the numbers of people entering the land
were greatly restricted because of strong Arab opposition. But within only seven months of becoming a
nation, a total of 100,000 refugees arrived. By the first eighteen months the numbers had risen to
340,000 and by three years, the total Jewish population was some 655,000.

After thousands of years of intermittent persecution, a situation developed in France in 1894. This
became a catalyst emphasising the need for Jews to return to their own biblical homeland. Captain
Alfred Dreyfus was falsely charged with treason, becoming a victim of prejudice simply because he was
a Jew. The anti-Semitism and injustice stirred the heart of world Jewry, and in particular, Theodore

Hertzl., a journalist at the time of Drey f us 6 t r i al

The plight of this solitary Jewish brother seemed representative of all Jewish people. This motivated him

to call the first worldwide gathering of Jews since the dispersion. In 1897 the first Zionist congress
gathered in Switzerland under the inspired leadership of Theodore Hertzl. He is recognised as the father

of modern Zionism. It was his goal to once again make Israel a national homeland for all Jewish people
scattered throughout the nations. In 1917 the British signed the Balfour Declar at i on t hat st
Majesty's government views with favour the establishment of Palestine as a homeland for the Jewish
peopl e. 0 Their heartfelt cry at |yarsatthdéRadsoverdaer he
been, 'Next year in Jerusalem'. The return of the scattered twelve tribes of Israel, began in the late

1800's, whilst the Ottoman Turks were still in occupation. Much of the impoverished tracts of desolate
territory were purchased from absent landowners. Many were happy to sell the rocky places and the
swamps. For the first time in 2000 years the soil was being tilled lovingly back to life. These dedicated

settlers worked the precious earth and it responded to the love the Jewish people have for the precious

soil of their ancient homeland.

The restoration process was extremely hard, most worked a 16 hour day. They laboured tirelessly
watering crops with buckets and often scraping the cracked earth with their bare hands. Hundreds of
settlers died when they drained the swamps that had lain stagnant for centuries and were infested with
malaria. They ingeniously used Australian Eucalyptus trees that soaked up the swamplands making
them suitable for farming. Relations with the locals were mostly positive and friendly. The Arab people
enjoyed the new prosperity and paid work the Israelites provided through their resourceful restoration.
Even so, there were some marauding bands of Arabs who were hostile and many Jews lost their lives in
attacks by these renegades. In the mid-nineteenth century, many Arabs hearing of the opportunity of
paid work began to migrate from neighbouring Egypt, Syria, Jordan etc. The word Arab means nomad,
and throughout history many of these tribal people have lived as Bedouins, roaming through North Africa
and the Middle East. For the most part, the Jewish return did not displace the sparse number of people,
of whom the majority were living a nomadic life. Records show that there were an estimated 250,000
who resided in the entire country in the first part of the 19th century. Since those early days the numbers
of Arab people have increased through immigration to take advantage to the available employment, a
high birth rate and a longer life span gained from the medical care not previously available to them

PALESTINBDIVIDED UP

When the mandate for the Middle East was determined by the United Nations, it was decided to give the
French control of the Lebanon and Syria regions, while the British were given control of Palestine and
Irag. The British government handed Trans-Jordan over to the Palestinian Arabs as being the land
designated especially for them. This became the Hashemite kingdom of Trans-Jordan, now known
simply as Jordan!

THE RESULT OF THAT DIVISION

Approximately 77% of the entire area named Palestnewas al | otted to O®Bhmlefeast i n
mere 23% of the area west of the Jordan river designated as a homeland for the Hebrew people and
the river Jordan was to be the natural border between the two. Israel was restored to the Jewish people,
as their homeland. Jordan was designated as a homeland for the Palestinian, the Jordan river
was the natural boundary between the two. Today, the Palestinians want to possess both territories.
