A Of I s r anedrb§ snemies, not all were Canaanites. For
example, the Moabites and Ammonites were the product
of other parent/child relations. Again involving
drunkenness; A b r a h anepbesv Lot impregnated his
daughters who gave birth to the Moabites and

Ammonites (Gen. 19:36-38).

A Any child conceived in this way enters life set up to fail.
Canaan had his grandmother for a mother, his
grandfather for an uncle, his mother for a great aunt, his
father for a cousin, and, worst of all, his brother for a
father (half-brother, that is). Early humans reproduced
with siblings and first cousins without harm because
genetic deterioration had not become a significant factor.



2: DID HAM COMMIT HOMOSEXUAL INCEST?

A Edgar Brun suggested that Ham sodomized his father (like
Osiris tried to do with Horus, in the Egyptian myth) so he could
claim dominance over him and the right to rule the world.
Whether Ham or Canaan, sodomized Noah would clearly
dishonour the "dignity of the male" and threaten the authority of
the head of the family. His action probably stemmed from a
profound disrespect, rebellious nature, and perhaps perverse
curiosity. Nobody knows for sure what happened in that tent,
Incest with his mother or sodomy incest with his father, however
we can be sure that this story would serve as an etiological tale
to point to the morally corrupt Canaanites; who would become
known for their sexual sins, most notably the gang-raping horror
at Sodom (Gen 19) and their incestuous practices, cult
prostitutes and idolatrous worship (Lev 18, Deut 23:17-18). It
was these personality traits that Noah saw in Ha mo6asd
C a a n aanaaster that served to cause him to pronounce a
curse on them. Later in history YHWH would forbid the
Israelites from mixing with them and actually instructs them to
wipe them off the face of the earth.

THEORY 3: NOTHING ELSE HAPPENED OTHER THAN
HAM/RIDICULREDHIS IFATHER’S FALLFFROMIGRACES

The Bible says Ham saw his father naked, passed out In
drunkenness, and he went and told Shem and Japheth about it. So
what was the problem with what he did?

It has always been the practice of the unrepentant to mock and
ridicule the people of YHWH when they fall into temptation. They
rejoice and revel in the failures of those who seek to live a godly life
and obey YHWH. Accusations of i h y p o ame huslgd,oceven today,
by those of the world whenever a servant of the Adonai stumbles In
their walk. Shem and Japheth sought to cover up their f at h
shame, they wanted to uphold his integrity even in his moment of
weakness. They knew that they were not beyond temptation
themselves and, rather than joining in with H a m @edebration of their
godly f at hmissteps, they reverently covered N o a hnakedness
and refused to look upon his humiliation. Sadly, just as it was a
member of No a hawa family who was quick to delight in his
disobedience, it is so often those in our own i f a maf they Rody of
Believers who are the first to run and tell others of our indiscretions
rather than helping us put our garments back on.



A Canaan and his descendants after him would be
guilty of displaying this same attitude toward
Y HWH @eople and would, therefore, earn the
curse of Yah upon themselves, as well. Rather
than humble themselves before the hand of
Yehovah and turn to Him In repentance, the
Canaanites would make it a habit to mock,
scorn, and defy the children of Israel as they
later would enter into the land of Canaan.

A In reality, they were guilty of mocking Yahweh
Himself because it was not the ability of the
people of Yah that was ridiculed, but the ability
of YHWH to act on their behalf. It is really the
same thing today when the sceptic mocks and
ridicules the Believer: he Is not attacking the
person himself so much as he is disparaging
Y HWH abslity to move inthatp er s ofen 0 s




ASo not all of Ham's descendants are
iInvolved In the curse, only Canaan and his
descendants.

A Noah fathered no children after the Flood.
Ham's curse fell upon Canaan, his
llegitimate first-born son. Noah could not
abort his wife's birth for he knew "if slaying
Cain brought a sevenfold vengeance, truly
slaying Canaan might bring a seventy times
sevenfold punishment” as Lamech had
boasted (Genesis 4:15; 22-24). So Noah
cursed Canaan because he was "cherem".

A The name given, in Psalms 105:23,17; 106:22 (compare
78:51), to Egypt as a descendant of Ham, son of Noah.
As Shem means "dusky," or the like, and Japheth "fair,"
it has been supposed that Ham meant, as IS not
Improbable, "black." This is supported by the evidence of
Hebrew and Arabic, in which the word chamam means
"to be hot" and "to be black," the latter signification being
derived from the former.

A 1t is interesting to note that the Biblical record defines
Egypt as the Land of Ham.

WHERE DID THE ASIAN RACE COME FROM?

A Sidon is mentioned as the first-born of Canaan. He
founded the city by the same name, located near Tyre,
on the coast of Phoenicia. Since there is no mention of
Tyre here we can see how early this account is. Heth is
the father of the Hittite nation. The Hittites were once
regarded by archaeologists as a biblical blunder.
Archaeologists said the Bible was absolutely wrong
when it mentioned the Hittites, for there was no such
people. But since that time, Hittite relics have been
discovered in abundance, and scholars are now well
aware of the great civilization that flourished under the
Hittites. The Hebrew form of this word, Hittite,
IS Khettal and from this comes the word Cathay, which
many of you will recognize as an ancient name for
China. Certain of the Hittites migrated eastward and
settled in China.



A Canaan became the father of Sidon his first-born,
and Heth, and the Jebusites, the Amorites, the
Girgashites, the Hivites, the Arkites, the Sinites, the
Arvadites, the Zemarites, and the Hamathites.
Afterward the families of the Canaanites spread
abroad. And the territory of the Canaanites extended
from Sidon, Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboiim, as far
as Lasha. These are the cons of Ham, by their
families, their languages, their lands, and their
nations. {Gen 10:15-20 RSV}

A In the previous PowerPoint Noah and the Nephilim we
saw that these constituted the Canaanite tribes which
occupied the land of Palestine at the time of Abraham.
They were a morally degraded people, and were that as
a result of demonic invasion. That does not mean that
every individual was demonically possessed, but there
was considerable experience of this among these
people. We must note certain individuals in this listing,
but not all:



A Iso, another name in this list, the Sinites, is
linked with China. It derives from a presumed
son of Canaan whose name was Sin. The
Sinites migrated eastward until they came Into
Western China, where they founded the ancient
Empire of China and gave their name to the
land. There is a direct connection between the
word China and the word Sinim, the biblical
name for China. (I remember reading as a boy
of the Sino-Japanese War, showing how the
ancient name still persists.) They pushed
eastward and toward the north over the land
bridge into Alaska. The Sinites are the people
who settled the Americas in prehistoric days and
became the ancestors of the Eskimos and
Indians who, to this very day, betray their
Mongoloid ancestry.




NOAH ESTABLISHES THE MESSIAH WILL
COME THROUGH THE LINE OF SHEM

A The second part of Noah's oracle is a blessing on Shem or,
as Noah actually puts it, on Shem's G-d. "Blessed be YHWH,
the G-d of Shem! May Canaan be the slave of Shem" (v. 26).

A This is a great blessing because it is a new step in the Old
Testament's unfolding messianic prophecies. The first
messianic prophecy was in Genesis 3:15, in which a Deliverer
was promised who should crush the serpent's head. It is
evident as the story of Genesis unfolds that he will appear in
the godly line of Seth rather than the ungodly line of Cain.
Now, in a prophecy made following the Flood, the line of
descent is narrowed to the Semitic peoples, who descended
from Shem and whose story is particularly unfolded in the
remainder of Genesis.

A In time the promise is narrowed still further to the house of
David and to his descendants: Yoseph (in the line of David's
son Solomon) and Miriam (in the line of David's son Nathan).
The prophecy of blessing in Genesis is fulfilled in Yahshua
Maschiach.

1. Elam (Arabia)

2. Asshur (Assyria)

3. Lud (Lydians)

4. Aram (Aramaic, Armenia,
Mesopotamia, Syria)

5. Arphaxad (From which Abraham
descended)



Shem - son of Noah

A Genesis 10:21 begins the list of the descendants of Shem. Of
the three sons of Noah, Shem knew that "the seed of the
woman" would be carried through his descendants, and it was
up to him and his line to transmit and carry the knowledge of
God through the generations.

A Shem lists his own descendants to the fifth generation,
whereas Ham is only listed to the third generation, and
Japheth only to the second.

A It would seem reasonable to believe that Shem lost touch with
much of the family after the Dispersion at Babel.

A In all probability, Shem was the only one of the sons of Noah
that remained nearby, choosing not to migrate to Babel with
the other sons of Noah.

A Evidence suggests that he settled near the family of his great-
great grandson Peleg for his last years.

A It is interesting to note that before any of Shem's sons are
listed, Shem is listed as the father of the children of Eber . It is
from "Eber" that the term "Hebrew" came from

Elam - son of Shem - Elamites

The first of Shem's sons listed is Elam. Elam is the forerunner of the
Elamites. The Elamites are recurrent throughout Scripture, and many
monuments attest to their prominence in the region. Genesis
14 describes a confederation of Kings that waged war in Canann
during the times of Abram. One of the leaders of this alliance was
Chedorlaomer, King of Elam.

The Elamites capital city was Susa, or Shushan. This archaic city was
located east of Mesopotamia.The Noahic Prophecy of Japheth
dwelling in the tents of Shem is fulfilled through the Elamites. They
later merged with other peoples, namely the Medes. The Medes were
descended from Madai, a son of Japheth. These two peoples joined
forces to form the Persian Empire.

Thus, the descendants from two of the sons of Noah, Shem and
Japheth, joined together to form one of antiquity's most powerful
empires.



Asshur - son of Shem - early Assyrians

A Asshur was the original founder of the Assyrians, though
Nimrod later invaded the area and established his own
empire.

A Thus, the Assyrians were a combination of Semitic and
Hamitic characteristics. The natives of Assyria, those
living in the area before Nimrod, were racially of Shem.

A Yet, after the invasion and subsequent settlement by
Nimrod and his people, the Assyrians adopted Hamitic
culture, language, and religion.

A Again, two sons of Noah are seen helping to shape and
form a nation which would lead to yet another powerful
ancient empire, the Assyrian Empire.



Arphaxad - son of Shem - forerunner
of the Israelites

Albeit very little is known of Arphaxad, he is one of the most
Important sons of Shem in regards to the "seed of the woman".
YHWH had promised Noah to increase his seed upon the earth, and
Shem was that son of Noah through which God would bring forth the
Jews and Arabs.

Arphaxad, son of Shem, is in the direct line leading to Abraham.
Thus, he is an early ancestor of the Israelite people.A region in
Assyria known as Arrapachitis may have originated from Arphaxad's
name, though this is not known for certain.Though Arphaxad
probably had more than one son, only one son is listed, Salah.

A possible, and indeed the most probable, explanation for this would
be that it was from Arphaxad to Salah that the "seed of the woman"
was transmitted to the next generation.

Likewise, only one son of Salah is mentioned, Eber. Eber, like his
father before him, was chosen to carry the "seed of the woman"
through to the next generation.



SHEM'S DESCENDANTS



A Genesis 10:25-30 depicts the descendants of Arphaxad
throughJoktan.

A "And unto Eber were born two sons: the name of one,
Peleg, for in his day the earth was divided; and his
brother's name, Joktan. And Joktan begat Almodad, and
Sheleph, and Hazarmaveth, and Jerah, and Hadoram,
and Uzal, and Diklah, and Obal, and Abimael, and
Sheba, and Ophir, and Havilah, and Jobab: all these
were the sons of Joktan. And their dwelling was from
Mesah, as thou goest unto Sephar, a mount of the east."
(KJV)

A Thirteen sons of Joktan are listed in these verses. It is
believed that all thirteen settled in Arabia.

A Ophir and Sheba are both undeniably sited in Arabia,
the former linked with a region known for its gold, the
latter associated with the Sabeans.



Genealogies serve as benchmarks of time, listing dates and years
and kings. The men in these genealogies, though ignorant of the
fact during their respective lifetimes, would come to be the very
pillars upon which Israel would be built!

It is interesting to note that in the generations immediately following
the flood, lifespan were still upwards of 400-500 years. The flood
had taken its toll on human life, as even 400 and 500 years are a far
cry from the 800 and 900 plus year lifespan before the flood.

However, after Peleg, the lifespan drop off even more significantly. It
was in the days of Eber, leading up to the birth of Peleg, that the
iIncident with the Tower of Babel took place. This is the division
Scripture is talking about in relation to Peleg.

Mankind had once again rebelled against God, and God saw it fit to
significantly reduce the lifespan of man, perhaps in order to limit
man's ability to accumulate knowledge and technology through
hundreds of years of living and learning.

Genesis 10:25 states that Eber was the father of Peleg. Eber is a
fascinating figure in the history of Ancient Israel. Eber is so
important that Shem is listed specifically as the "father of all the
children of Eber" (10:21).
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Eber was Noah's great-grandson through Shem. This placed him as
a contemporary of Nimrod. Eber was a righteous man, as is evident
iIn that the "promised seed" is through his line. He is a direct
descendant of Abram.

Though Eber and Nimrod lived at the same time, and came from the
same family, they were very different men. Nimrod, the chief
architect of the Tower of Babel , and great- grandson of Noah
through Ham, was a man of exceeding wickedness, and sought to
thwart God's plans at every turn.

YHWH, however, will not let evil go unimpeded. As Nimrod sought
to establish his own kingdom in and around Babel, and build his
tower to the heavens, perhaps Eber sought to remind the people of
righteousness and holiness, and to repent and turn to YHWH,
iInstead of turning to Nimrod and the plans of man. Eber knew that
ultimately YAHWEH would prevail. As a result of man's arrogance,
YHWH confused the tongues and dispersed the people.

Ancient Israel's line of descent from Shem to Abraham is as follows:

Shem brought forth Arphaxad, who brought forth Salah, who brought
forth Eber, who brought forth Peleg, who brought forth Reu, who
brought forth Serug, who brought forth Nahor, who brought forth
Terah, who was the father of Abram.



ABRAHAM LEARNED DIRECT FROM
SHEM ABOUT YHWH AND THE FLOOD

A When Abram was born only Nahor, Peleg and Noah,
of those mentioned after the flood, had died. All the
rest were still alive, in fact, Noah lived to within two
years of Abram's birth.

A When Abram was a young man he spent time with his
Grandfather Shem and he explained to him the religion
of YHWH, our CREATOR whose name is ETERNAL (EXx.
6:3) which is the only true religion of the Scriptures. This
religious faith is centered around the oneness of our
CREATOR and our relation to Him as explained by the
first four of the Ten Commandments. It also includes our
relation to each other as explained by the last six of the
Ten Commandments



A But you might contend that, "The Ten Commandments
were not written down until Moses," and you would be
right, to a degree. True they were not WRITTEN down
until later, however, they WERE KNOWN and
practiced from Adam to Joseph. How can such a
statement be made?

A In Malachi 6:3 our CREATOR Himself states that He
does not change. But then, how can He change? He
IS YHWH ELOHIM or ETERNAL Almighty CREATOR
and something that is eternal cannot change; only
physical temporal things can change.

A We have seen where our CREATOR spoke with
Adam, Enoch, Noah, and Abraham and whatever He
said to them is the exact same thing He told Moses
when His words finally were written down.



A Abraham's son Isaac was born in 2108 and died in 2288.
Salah, Shem, and Eber were still alive. Eber died two
years after Abraham so the patriarchs all lived basically
at the same time. Isaac died one year before his
Grandson Joseph became second only to the pharaoh Iin
Egypt. Isaac's son Jacob was born in 2148 and he died
In 2331.

A Jacob was fifteen when Shem died. Jacob's son
Joseph was born in 2259 and died in 2369. The religion
of the Hebrews was still stable until the time Joseph died
which was one hundred forty-four years before lIsrael
was delivered out of captivity in Egypt. After the death of
Joseph, the last of the patriarchs, the Hebrews
(Israelites) sank into complete idolatry as the Hebrew
faith began to be lost.



A It was not just one or two scattered people
In an age, it was all of the great men, of
our CREATOR, all together as a group
supporting one another. In addition they
had direct contact with YHWH Himself and
they did not need any to have thing written
down. With the death of Joseph came the
end of the line of the ancients of old and
their support group.

A Finally, there is a prophecy over Japheth and his family.
Two thing said of Japheth: first, YHWH will extend his
territory (the name Japheth means "enlarge" so this is a

(play c;n words), second, he will live in the tents of Shem
V. 27).

A This latter promise is to be taken spiritually, meaning, not
that the descendants of Japheth shall take Shem's
territory, but that they enter into his spiritual blessing
through association with the Semitic peoples. The
descendants of Japheth have established the great
nations of the world. America is In this line of descent.
But our blessing does not come from extensive territory
or wealth but our acquaintance with the G-d of Israel and
our faith in Him who will yet sit upon the throne of His
father David reign forever." James Montgomery
Boice, Genesis: An Expositional Commentary.



A Notice that Shem is given religious primacy
among mankind. The Semitic people, the
descendants of Shem, were responsible under
YHWH to meet the spiritual needs of mankind.
That Is their role in humanity. It is most striking,
Isn't it, that the three great religions of earth,
which can properly be called religions, all come
from the Semitic family: Judaism,
Mohammedanism, and Christianity. There S
much distortion of truth in these, granted, but the
sense of mission by the Semitic families of earth
IS very evident. This family includes the Jews,
the Arabs, certain ancient peoples, as well as
other modern groups.

Sons of Noah

In Genesis 9:27, as in other passages, Japheth occupies
the 3rd place in the enumeration of the sons of Noah, but
he iIs really regarded as the 2nd son, Ham being the
youngest. In the genealogical table, however (Genesis
10:1), the descendants of Japheth are given first, and
those of Shem last, in order to set forth Semitic affinities
at greater length. Though this would seem to indicate
that the fair races were the least known to the Jews, it
Implies that the latter were well disposed toward them,
for Japheth was (ultimately) to dwell in the tents of
Shem, and therefore to take part in Shem's spiritual
privileges.
